Mililani Wastewater Facility Holds  

Public Informational Meeting 

On October 3rd, the City held a public informational meeting at 

Mililani Uka Elementary School cafeteria to clarify and  inform 

nearby residents of upgrades and developments to   the Mililani 

Wastewater Facility.  

It was discussed that the headworks of the facility were the major 

modifications in the upgrade in order to follow  federal EPA 

wastewater guidelines. Other  modifications included in the    

upgrade will be over the existing sludge pump building, a          

replacement of a lower-powered air blower and modifications to 

the drying beds. 

During the presentation, it was discovered that many of the odors 

observed nearby the Wastewater Treatment Facility were        

released by sewer manholes due to a backup of high flows at the 

headworks station. Officials noted the sanitary problems this will 

cause and will also dedicate their focus on reducing this odor  

release from the manholes.  

It was noted that the Mililani Wastewater Facility will not take any 

additional flow from the areas of Waipio Gentry, Koa Ridge, or 

from the future Waiawa development but may accept additional 

flows from Mililani Mauka, Launani Valley and Mililani Tech Park.  

The following  Saturday, on October 4th, the Mililani Wastewater 

Facility  was open for the public to see and explore. I also had the 

opportunity to attend the site-visit to the Mililani Wastewater 

Facility.
