I am a local paralegal and professional jazz vocalist. [ write this
letter in supp irt of Mr. Kubo's nomination to the First Circult Court.

I met Mr. Kubo when I initially asked the U.S. Attorney’s Office for
assistance In prosecuting my former husband under the newly passed federal
statute which made it a federal crime for individuals owing in excess of $5,000
in child supjort arrears, to jump state lines. At the time, Elliot Enoki was

Acting U.S. A torney.

Eriefly, my former husband REFUSED to make court-ordered child
support paynients of $125 per month, resulting in appraoximately $40,000 in
child support arrears. He job-hopped regularly, using different social security
numbers (including mine], had not (and still does not) file federal or state
income tax riturns since 1981, although being gatnfully employed. He even
went so far s to have his new wife call the Family Support Bureau in San
Francisco anc successfully close my case in 1982, without my knowledge. This
non-payment and job-hopping went on from 1980 until Mr. Kubo's assignment
to the case. Iy that time, the child was 15 years old.

A: no time did Mr. Kubo act as though this matter was beneath
him, but ratier went at the case in an aggressive, no-nonsense manner,
resulting in riy former husband being picked up and questioned by the FBI
and then adrsed if he did not start making court-ordered child support
payments, he would be arrested and extradited to Hawail to face criminal
charges for jumping state lines under the new federal law. Addttionally, the
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matter was brought before a federal grand jury. It was becanse of Mr. Eubo's
swift and immoediate action on the case that I finally received a child support
payment after 15 years, and have continued receiving timely payments for
several years thereafter. Please note that our local Child Support Enforcement
Agency or the: Family Support Bureau fn San Francisco did absolutely nothing
as far as enfo cement.

I think the Committee would do a great injustice by not appoiating
Mr. Eubo as a Circuit Court Judge, especially in light of the most recent
appointment of Katherine Leonard as an Associate Justice -- one of the most
nasty, vile, #rrogant, obnoxious, morals-lacking and hate-filled individuals I
(and many ot her people) have ever had the displeasure of interacting with. At
least Mr. Kul o is a respectable, family-caring man, intelligent, and a genuinely
caring indiviiinal with respect to victims of crime, which in my opinion, s
probably the reason he filed a friend of the court brief on behalf of the victim of
domestic violesnce. I am also certain that as a Judge, Mr. Kubo would be
equally comp issionate with respect to individuals who have committed a crime
and seck the court’s mercy.
