Senators Taniguchi and Takamine and members of the committee,

I consider it a rare privilege to personally recommend an exceptional individual, LAWRENCE
M. REIFURTH, for confirmation as an Associate Judge, Intermediate Court of Appeals (ICA).
While I am currently the Chairman of the Manoa Neighborhood Board, this recommendation has
to be from me as individual since the Board will not meet again until early February. However, |
am confident the Board would have formally recommend Larry for this appointment if the timing
had been better. He is held in very high esteem, and I am sure that Senator Taniguchi, who also
regularly attends our meetings, has witnessed the support that Larry has given to Manoa.

I have worked with Larry since I joined the Manoa Board almost 3 years ago. Prior to that, I
observed his support of our residents when I attended meetings. My first impression of him has
lasted and been reinforced over the past few years. He initially appeared to be honest, straight-
forward, and always tried his best to help the community. Although he came to the Board
meetings as the Governor’s representative, he remained amazingly apolitical in his relationship
to us. My closer working relationship with him has only enhanced that initial opinion.

In addition, Larry has frequently gone out of his way to bring “experts” to our meetings to help
us understand issues and how the State could/would help us resolve them. The most recent
example occurred at the end of last year. Many of our residents were concerned about the
disruptive behavior of some residents of the Hale Kipa Transitional Home in Manoa. Larry
realized that these concerns would be discussed at our December meeting and voluntarily
arranged for a representative from the State Department of Health who works with that program
to attend the meeting, contribute his insight into the problem, answer questions, and to take our
community’s concerns to his department. While the problems have not yet been completely
solved, Larry’s initiative has gone a long way in improving our understanding of the situation.

I could go on, but the real purpose of this recommendation is to encourage you to quickly
confirm Larry Reifurth as an ICA judge. He has impressed me with his logical thinking, concern
for the people, and, perhaps most importantly, his integrity and commitment to “doing things the

-right way.” He will make an outstanding judge, and I strongly encourage you to give him the
opportunity to serve the people of Hawaii in this new capacity.
